Policies
Thank you for choosing The Jill Justin Dance Alliance.  We appreciate your business and we will do everything possible to make dance a wonderful experience for both you and your child.  If at any time you have any questions or concerns, please contact the director for assistance.

Tuition and Fees

Tuition is based on the number of classes provided during the entire dance season, which runs from September through June.  For your convenience, JJDA offers three payment options - 
I. Annual payment – 10% discount

II. Semi-Annual payment = 5% discount

III. Monthly payment.  Tuition is the same every month regardless of the number of weeks in the month.

Example - Tuition for One Class per Week


· There is an annual registration fee of $25 per dancer, maximum $50 per family.

· Multiple class and family discounts available.

· Tuition is due the first week of the month.  
· A late payment fee of $15 will be assessed after the 15th of the month.  
· Students whose accounts are 30 days or more past due will not be permitted to take class.  
· Account balances must be clear before a student may participate in the recital.  

· Checks should be made payable to The Jill Justin Dance Alliance and placed in the tuition drop box in the waiting area.  Please write the dancer’s name on the check to ensure your payment is credited to the proper account.  Your cancelled check is your receipt.  There is a $25 service charge on returned checks. 
Costume Payments

Students participating in the annual recital will require a costume for the performance.  A fee of $65 for child-size costumes and $75 for adult-size costumes is due December 1st.  Families are responsible for full payment once the costume has been ordered.  No refunds will be given.  (Separate fees apply for Company costumes.)  
Class Placement

At JJDA we carefully monitor the growth and progression of all our students.  Dancers are placed in the best class to ensure maximum achievement.  Therefore, placement of your child is at the sole discretion of the JJDA faculty.
Absences

Regular attendance is very important for dancers to reach their full potential.  Make-up classes may be available if your child must miss class.  Tuition will not be pro-rated for missed classes.

Holidays

The studio is closed for the following holidays:

Halloween – Friday, October 31st 

Thanksgiving Break – Wednesday, November 26th – Saturday, November 29th
Winter Holiday – Wednesday, December 24th – Saturday, January 3rd 
Spring Break – Monday, April 6th – Saturday, April 11th 
Memorial Day Weekend – Friday, May 22nd – Monday, May 25th
Inclement Weather

JJDA will follow the inclement weather closings of the Edison Township school district.  Always check the outgoing voicemail on the studio phone line, which will be updated to announce studio closings after 1p.m. on weekdays at 8a.m. on Saturdays.
Pick-up and Drop-off

Please do not leave your child unattended before or after class.  Our staff will not be able to monitor your child when she or he is not in the classroom.  In the event that you are delayed, your child must wait in the waiting room to be picked up.  The studio is not responsible for children who leave the premises.
Siblings must be accompanied by an adult at all times.

Studio Information

Please check your email regularly for important updates and announcements from JJDA.  The studio website is also a great source of information.

Dress Code

Adherence to a dress code in dance class encourages discipline and respect for the dance studio environment.  Please do not wear valuable jewelry or bring any valuable items to the dance studio.  JJDA is not responsible for lost or stolen items.

Creative Movement & Ballet/Tap: 
Girls – Any solid light pink leotard with pink or tan tights, pink ballet shoes and black tap shoes.  (Tap shoes required for Ballet/Tap only.)  Hair must be worn in a bun or neat ponytail.
Boys – Black sweat pants and white t-shirts with black ballet shoes or bare feet and black tap shoes.
Hip Hop & Tap:
Girls – JJDA uniform tank top or leotard in black or pink with black shorts, black capri pants or black sweat pants.  No t-shirts or sweat shirts.

Boys - Any solid color t-shirt with black sweat pants.  

Hip Hop students will need clean, white sneakers.  These sneakers should only be worn in the dance studio and never outside.  You will be given more information on Tap shoe style and color upon registration.
Ballet & Pointe – 
Girls - JJDA uniform leotard in black or pink with tan, pink or black tights.  Students may also choose to wear the JJDA uniform shorts and shrug.  Split-sole canvas Capezio or Bloch ballet shoes required.  Hair must be worn in a bun.
Pointe Shoes - Students should wear the optimal pointe shoe based on physiological foot requirements.  The JJDA Director can accompany students to pointe shoe fitting to assure proper selection.
Boys – Black sweat pants and white t-shirts with black ballet shoes.

Jazz/Lyrical, Stretch, Conditioning, and Rehearsal Classes – 
Girls – JJDA uniform leotard or uniform tank top with uniform shorts.  Tights are optional.  Students may also wear the uniform shrug on colder days.  Shoe selections will be determined after the fall semester begins.  Hair must be worn in a bun.
Boys – Black sweat pants and white t-shirts.  Shoes to be determined.

Uniform items and dance shoes may be purchased at Gigi’s Dancewear in Rahway.
Student Code of Conduct

· Only water is permitted in the studio and dressing area

· There is no chewing gum in the studio at any time
· Always be respectful of your teachers and fellow students

· When you are in the dance room you are there to learn.  Focus 100% of your attention on the class exercises and routines.

· At performances and competitions, be respectful of those around you including students from other schools, event staff, and your parents who are helping you get ready to perform.
Parent Code of Conduct

· At all times the staff of JJDA will treat you with professionalism, courtesy and respect.  We kindly ask that you respond in a similar manner.
· JJDA has a “no gossip” policy.  If you are unhappy with anything at JJDA the director will do her best to resolve the problem as quickly as possible.  Please bring the issue to the director immediately and do not discuss it in the waiting room.  Misunderstandings are often caused by such waiting room conversations.
· Please do not discuss the abilities, class placement or performance of any JJDA student.  The JJDA staff will not discuss with you any student other than your own child.

· At performances and competitions, please treat the event staff and fellow spectators in a respectful manner and observe all rules of the event.

· Please do not enter the dance room unless invited by the teacher.

· JJDA reserves the right to refuse service to anyone who does not comply with the above code of conduct.
